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Inside this issue:     What are those invitation events held in             
                   August -September ? 
Hope Island Cup: This is an endurance event for sight hounds. 
Originally, the dogs were required to run a course of at least 550 
meters three times with a ten minute break between runs. This has 
now been reduced to two runs. 
 
Shanett Trophy: This endurance event is for all registered 
breeds, including Beagles, other than sight hounds. 
 
Fun is a Terrier Trophy: This endurance event is for all Terriers. 
 
Rouge Et Noir Cup: This endurance event is for unregistered 
dogs. 
 
As these are endurance events, all dogs must run a full course. 
 
The Hope Island Cup event was introduced when the majority of dogs 
were sight hounds. Its purpose was to give sight hounds an event, 
which would really test their stamina as these hounds are expected to 
be able to hunt over great distances. A normal lure-coursing day does 
not really challenge their staying power. 
As more and more breeds joined the club, it was decided that these 
dogs should also be given the opportunity to compete, so the addi-
tional events were introduced. After all, why should the sight hounds 
have all the fun? 
To be eligible for these events, dogs must attend three of the six 
qualifying meetings with a minimum score of 150 in each of the quali-
fying meetings. The three highest scoring dogs (the highest 3 scores 
totaled) will compete, with the next 2 highest scoring dogs being  
nominated as reserves. 
On the day of the event, all dogs entered are vetted before and after 
the first run and again after the second run. The vet may withdraw a 
dog from the event at any time if it does not recover well following ei-
ther run, or if it appears to be stressed. 
Three judges score each dog and the dog with the top aggregate 
score in each section, is the winner...Continued on page 8

LATEST NEWS FROM THE CHEETAH CONSERVATION FUND 
GUARDIAN DOG PROGRAM 

 
Two month ago we welcomed Hediye, a Kangal dog donated by her breeders, Turkmen Kangal Dogs , 
in Era, Texas. Hediye, a name that means “Gift” in Turkish, was nearly nine weeks old and is growing 
like a weed ! Hediye was escorted to  Namibia by Los Altos, California resident Donna Erikson, who 
came to volunteer at CCF. The Puppy has become great friends with Cazgir, the other pure Turkish 
Kangal Dog donated to CCF a year ago, and is at home with the goat herd. These girls along with se-
men from three males from Turkman, will be the foundation of the new CCF Kangal breeding line. 
We also had puppies born about a month ago. Tylee, a seven year ols Anatolian Shepherd, had a hard 
birth, but her four surviving puppies are growing fast and healthy, and soon will be in their mothers foot-
steps: protecting farmers livestock and helping farmers live with cheetahs and other wildlife on their 
land. We also have six new dairy goats. Our goats will join the CCF herd to help us raise livestock 
guarding dogs and demonstrate to Namibian farmers how good livestock management techniques can 
benefit them. 
  
 
New Cheetahs at CCF 
 
A couple of weeks ago, we sadly welcomed four orphan cheetahs..we had been following their mum 
via satellite radio collar for the past year, and a farmer called to say she was found dead. We knew 
though that she had cubs, so, working with the farmer, we set catch cages and caught the cubs after 
about a week. So four more babies to care for: Polly, Tony, Phil and Mischief.

Joshua Cup For Lure Coursers of Merit 

 
This cup is named after Joshua, a Saluki, owned by Maureen and Greg Mannix. Joshua was the first 
dog to obtain the Lure Courser of Merit title, and was an outstanding courser. Joshua has taught a 
number of dogs to course over the years and was used to help teach some of Maureen`s young  
Salukis. 
Sadly, Greg and Maureen lost Joshua in 2002 at the age of 15. 
 
This is an event for all dogs that are Lure Coursers of Merit. These dogs must have gained this title In 
the years prior to the year in which the competition is held. The only requirement for these dogs to be 
eligible to compete is that the owner is still a current member of the club. The event is held on a normal 
coursing day  but  a longer course is set for that day. The dog runs twice and are scored as for a  
Normal coursing day with the top scorer winning the event. 
 
 The scores for those dogs are used for the end of year points scores, as we do not expect the dogs to 
run again in the normal days coursing. Again, a vet check is carried out on each dog competing in this 
event, as quite a number of our Lure Coursers of Merit are now veterans. Entry into this event is at the 
discretion of the dogs owner.

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What are those Registration Papers that are requested to prove you have a  
                        Canine Council registered pure bred dog? 
 
 
The Canine Control Council of Queensland : 
1. Main Register: 

for Registered pure bred dogs with pedigree papers, and  
 
2. Limited Register: 

Rule 34. These are pure bred dogs from Registered breeders which are registered in the Limited 
Register and are eligible to participate on obedience trials, agility trial, field trials, endurance 
tests, earth dog tests or tracking trials, including sweepstakes associated with such events, but 
are not eligible to enter a conformation show, or be used in breeding. 

 
 
The ANKC (Australian National Kennel Council) has three (3) different registers: 
 
1.  Main Register: 

For dogs/bitches whom can compete in the following classes: Shown/obedience trial/agility/
endurance test/tracking trial/herding trial. These dogs/bitches can be bred from and will receive 
Main Papers for their progeny. (These papers are blue in colour with full pedigree lineage ). Most 
Breeders will have these papers filled out by the time the puppy goes to their new home, so 
therefore only a transfer of ownership should take place with the ANKC. 

 
2.  Limited Register: 

These are pure bred dogs from Registered Breeders and are for dogs/bitches who are limited to 
what/where they can compete. These dogs/bitches CAN NOT be shown at any shows. They do 
not however have to be de-sexed. These dogs/bitches can compete in the obedience level with 
obedience trials/agility/endurance test/tracking trials/herding trials. These doge/bitches CAN NOT 
be bred with as they will receive NO further registration from the ANKC. 
(These papers are orange in colour, with the words” Limited Register” ) 

 
3.  Associate Register: 

These dogs must run in the unregistered/mixed breed  section at lure coursing events. 
NSW,VCA,ACT,SA, request that these dogs /bitches are DESEXED with written proof from a Vet-
erinarian of where and when they were desexed. These dogs/bitches have to be called by one(1) 
syllable. These dogs/bitches CAN NOT be shown in any shows.. These dogs/bitches can com-
pete in obedience trials/agility/endurance test/tracking trials/herding trials. These dogs/bitches 
are known as AR on the ANKC register. There are some Breed Clubs that do allow AR registered 
in specialty trials. So check carefully before entering a Specialty Breed or Obedience Trial. 
 
AR Dogs/bitches are classed as Cross/breeds, they are not called anything because thay have 
come from unregistered parents. 

 
 
Greyhound Racing Authority (of Queensland) Register : 

These racing greyhounds are registered with the Greyhound Racing Authority. They are pure 
bred greyhounds and are identified by their ear brand numbers as well as with their greyhound 
naming and Registration Certificate. 
The Greyhounds that lure course are mostly retired racing greyhounds. They will have their ear 
brand numbers but the owners may not have any copy of their registration certificates, especially 
if they are rescue greyhounds.. 
As long as the ear tag numbers are sighted by the Racing Secretary or Membership Secretary, 
they can run in the greyhound group.
