Our beloved little fellow Jethro was a
busy, healthy and sometimes obedient 6 month old
Irish Terrier. Jethro had come into our lives by
some happy serendipity as we searched the inter-
net for the “perfect doggy match” after the death of
Omen our much lover 13 year old Doberman.
Type in such characteristics as non-shedding, me-
dium sized, sociable, intelligent, etc. and up pops,
among other breeds, ‘Irish Terrier'. We liked the
look of these ‘reckless reds” and called Roismar
Kennels to arrange a look see. It was love at first
sight with Jethro and for several months we were a
happy S.D.T.P.

Most Irish Terrier people will know that the trade off for a dog not shedding copious quantities of dog
hair on every available surface is a very hairy dog. Erica had invited us to bring Jethro back to her ken-
nels so that she could show us how to strip his coat the first time it needed doing. We looked at all the
other ‘kids’ at the kennels and saw a single puppy in the puppy pen.

Gideon was only going to stay with us until we were sure he was going to survive puppyhood. At 6
months we would re-assess him and if he was likely to survive then we would find him a permanent
home. Yeah right! Like that was going to happen.

| had a cardiac ultrasound done on Gideon when he was about 4 months old. The news was not good;
he had a large hole between the ventricles (the two large lower heart chambers). This defect generally
results in little stamina, failure to thrive and early death. Fortunately no-one told this to Gideon. This
little dynamo ate like a lion, grew like a garden weed and chased anything that moved. He wanted to
do anything his big brother Jethro did and generally succeeded.

We prayed for our little man and three and a half years later our “gift from God” is still miraculously liv-
ing up to his name. Gideon has a beating (not ticking) time bomb in his chest and one day he is going
to break our hearts. In the meantime he has taught us about life and seizing every day as if it is the
only one you have been given. Gideon has taught us that God answers prayers for small four legged
scraps of mischief with wonky hearts.

Our dog has also taught us that we can give and receive unconditional love no matter how long we
have to live. Our dog has taught us that you can be a champion runner (or anything else) if you want to
and if you enjoy it.

We are blessed to have him and we are going to miss him one day but not today because today there
are birds to chase, parks to run in, paths to poo on, brothers to bug, food to steal and gobble down
without chewing, cuddles to enjoy, neighbours to bark at, windows to snork on ...... really the list is
endless.

HOME REMEDIES

Cold Sores.

Ice Cube . While no one knows exactly how ice may combat herpes simplex type 1(the virus
that causes most cold sores), experts do know that viruses can't thrive in cold environments.
"I believe ice literally freezes the virus and prevents blisters from forming” says Jerome Z. Litt,
MD, assistant professor of dermatology at Case Western Reserve School Of Medicine in
Cleveland.” | believe it works as well as any over the counter remedy and as well as topical
prescription drugs”.

The Minute you feel a cold sore coming on (often signalled by a tingling or prickling feeling)
Wrap an ice cube in a cloth handkerchief, and hold it directly on to the sore for 5 minutes in 15
second intervals(15 seconds on 15 seconds off)Then wait for 15 minutes and repeat.

To avoid frost bite on such a small area, do not put the cube directly on the skin, don't press
too hard, and never use it for more thanl15 minutes at a time.

COLDS

Grapefruit and Honey

In the early stages of cold or flu, try this recipe from Brian Berman MD, director of the center
for

Integrative Medicine at the University of Maryland School of Medicine:

Place a whole unpeeled grapefruit, sectioned into four pieces, in a pot, and cover with water.
Heat to just under boiling, stir and add a tablespoon of honey, and drink the whole mixture like
tea. “ The simmering releases immune boosters from the grapefruit into the water-vitamin C
and flavonoids hidden between the rind and the fruit”, he says.

The concoction packs more punch that store bought grapefruit juice, plus the warmth eases
the throat

L-Lysine . Recurring fever blisters (another name for cold sores) cant be completely cured—
but they can be treated, and outbreaks prevented, with the amino acid L— Lysine found in oint-
ments or tablets in health food stores

MINOR CUTS

Ground Black Pepper

If you nick your finger while chopping vegetables, sprinkle black pepper on it to stop the bleed-
ing, says Teresa Graedon, PhD, co author of Best Choices from the Peoples Pharmacy.” Put-
ting ground black pepper on a minor cut seems to stop the bleeding quickly. And it doesn't
contribute to scarring either” she advises

According to Roberta Lee, MD medical director of the Beth Israel Center for Health and Heal-
ing in New York City, black pepper has analgesic, antibacterial, and antiseptic properties,
Which may explain why people have valued this spice as medicine since the time of Hippo-
crates. And despite what you may think, it doesn't sting or burn.

So the next time you nick your finger, run it under cool water for a minute to remove any dirt.
(be sure to use soap if you have been handling meat) Sprinkle on some black pepper, and ap-
ply a little pressure with a clean finger.

Note: Home remedies are only for Minor cuts. Large or deep wounds require a doctors
attention




An update from the Cheetah Conservation Fund.

This Mothers day we'd like to celebrate the journey of a mother and her cubs

Some studies indicate that Cheetah cubs has only a 1 in 20 chance of surviving to adulthood. If it does
survive, its mother should get all the credit. For about 18 months she works diligently to keep her cubs
fed and protected from other predators, while she teaches them how to hunt and survive in extremely
harsh circumstances. With no mate or pack to help, its all up to mum.

When a Cheetah mum and her three nearly dependent cubs were brought to us by a farmer in
December, we had to find a suitable area to release them so that mum could safely finish schooling
her offspring.

Unfortunately with more and more of the Cheetahs territory being taken over by farmers, suitable area
are as endangered as the Cheetah. Would this Cheetah mother get to see her cubs live a natural life
in the wild?

Luckily we at CCF knew just the place for this family-The NamibRand Nature Reserve, a large private
reserve in southern Namibia bordered on one side by mountains, and on the other by a vast park.
Cheetahs had been driven out of the area by livestock farmers at least 20 years ago, and the reserves
owners wanted to re introduce them. CCF was using the reserve to test a protocol for “rewilding” wild
born captive Cheetas,many of whom seem suitable for rewilding. In our first trial in 2008, we released 5
males in NamibRand, tracking and feeding them daily, until they demonstrated that they would survive

That they could survive on their own. Now they needed females to begin re

populating.

By getting her cubs this far in life, mum had shown she was tough. Finishing the job in the
safety of the NamibRand Reserve should be an easy enough job for her. In early January, the
Cheetah family was transferred to NamibRand. Mum was fitted with a radio collar so her pro-
gress could be monitored, and the family was returned to freedom with a gazelle carcass as a
“welcome to the neighbourhood”

Present.

Not long afterward, one of the cubs disappeared. Could he have already left the family? As he
was not collared, no-one knew.

About a month later, a CCF staffer watching the five males noticed that their group had sud-
denly grown by three— The mother and two remaining cubs had met up with them! At first they
approached each other

warily, but soon they began to mingle and lay amongst one another. They stayed together for
a while before the boys wandered off. This was an excellent sign that the males might already
be smitten with their new female neighbours.

In early April, a NambiRand ranger came across two young adult cheetahs— a male and a fe-
male.

He realised that they were the mothers two cheetah cubs and they had finally left their mother.
Despite incredible obstacles, mum had finished what she was supposed to do and raised her
cubs to adulthood.

CCFs rewilding project hopes this mother perpetuates future generations of cheetahs in the

NamibRand Reserve.CCF plans to release more cheetahs in the reserve.

The Cheetah Conservation Fund is working hard to implement on the ground conservation to
save the cheetah with programs such as “Rewilding”.Make a donation to the CCF.Your contri-
