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Update on Mondesa, May 2010

Mondesads owner Armas Shaanika reports about Mon

Goat kid guardian

Mondesa goes out into the bush with the goat herd every morning and comes back to the farm in the after-
noon. One day the goats came back but Mondesa was not with them. Then Armas noticed the afterbirth
still attached to one of the female goats. She must have given birth in the bush (if possible, the goats
should give birth in the kraal) and returned home with the herd instead of staying with her kid which would
not have been able to walk the distance back to the farm straight after birth. Armas reckoned that Mondesa
had probably stayed behind with the newborn goat kid to protect it. He went out to look for Mondesa and
sure enough, after a while he found her with the baby goat.

Jackals watch out!

Throughout the past year, Mondesa killed several jackals that came close to the goat kraal at night. They
would try to kill especially younger and therefore more vulnerable goats. Mondesa brought the jackals she
had killed back to the house to present them to Armas. One morning he found Mondesa lying beside a
dead jackal she had dragged back from the spot where she had killed it.

Cheetahs beware!

Mondesa also works very hard to protect her herd from cheetahs. At night, if she smells a cheetah close to
the kraal, she will bark to chase it away and usually she would then spend the entire night in the area
where the cheetah was, in order to make sure tha
know that a cheetah sneaked around the kraal because he would see the cheetah prints in the sand.

Not getting any younger é

Mondesa is 7 years old now and Armas thinks that she shows some signs of ageing. She is still able to do
her job as a livestock guarding dog and she still does a very good job, pursuing every predator that comes
too close to the herd but she does not move as f
out with the herd but as this only happens about once a week and she is not the youngest anymore, Armas
does not force her to go. Usually, when she hears the herd coming home in the afternoon, she runs to-
wards the goats to meet them and accompany them on the final stretch home. Armas would like to get a
puppy hext year so that Mondesa can train it for a year or two and pass on her skills to the puppy before
she goes into well deserved retirement.

Working dogs normally show signs of ageing sooner than pet dogs as they cover so much greater dis-
tances which take their toll on ligaments and other parts of the body. Some working dogs end up working
up until they are 10 or 12 years old, though

Clinic visit

On April 20" Mondesa was taken to the CCF clinic for a tongue biopsy as part of ongoing research into the
causes of tongue cancer (squamous cell carcinoma) which CCF has discovered is affecting working dogs
in general. Mondesab6s tongue | ooked normal and d
are hopeful that the test results will come back negative from the lab.

It is not clear what causes the cancer, so research is carried out by CCF and all CCF livestock guarding
dogs are being examined for it. Interestingly, the condition was also discovered in local working African
mongrel dogs.

You just have to love her!

In a nutshell, Mondesa is just a fantastic dog. Apart from being very hard-working and protective of her
goats, she is also fearless and will take on any predator that is about to threaten the herd. Instead of bark-
ing at other animals on the farm, like horses, donkeys and cows, she just ignores them.

Mondesa is also very good around children i there are many young children on the farm and Mondesa can
be trusted around them and never even barks at them.
