ments of Flynn over the past four years.
| first saw Flynn four years ago when a nervous Penny and Flynn came up to the start line for
the first time, and believe it or not Flynn only ran a few meters and went straight back to Penny,
but with words of encouragement from everyone, Penny came back for another try and as they
say the rest is history. Even on that first day, Flynn had that presence about him, and although
he didn't run he was a Whippet people noticed.
There have been other great Lure Coursers over the years, but what makes Flynn stand out is
his great consistency, he just doesn't know how to do a bad run, where other dogs tend to get
lure wise after a few years, Flynn just got better at staying on the lure, many a time there would
be dust flying up at every corner with Flynn digging his feet to gain greater corner speed, breath-
taking to watch.

CONSERVATION FUND

The Livestock Guarding Dog Program at CCF continues to be one of the most successful conser-
vation projects in regards to human / predator challenges.

As of December 2009 there were 153 dogs (76M, 77F) alive in the programme, of those 115
(57M, 58F) are working and 38 (19M, 19F) are retired or pets. Of the working dogs, 70 (33M,
37F) are on commercial farms, 19 (7M, 12F) are on communal farms, 19 (14M, 5F) are on
emerging commercial farms and 6 (2M, 4F) are on resettled farms and one male has been placed
in Kenya.
