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Smelly Dog Ears....Could Be a Sign of a Yeast Infection in 

Your Dog's Ear

Oh, how dogs love rank scents! The smellier the garbage can, the more tempting. A barrel full of 

fish? Canine cloud nine! Same barrel of fish, left in the sun for a couple of days? Pure paradise for your 

pooch. Your dog will chew, carry, bury, examine, swallow, and roll in anything that's pungent just for the 

pure pleasure of doing it. You can always scoop up Scooter and drop him in a sudsy tub to undo his best 

efforts. Then you get to tolerate the wet dog smell for a while. For dog lovers, all these malodorous events 

are part of the charm of loving a canine. There is a limit, though, to the nasty smells we should toler-

ate. When your normally musty mutt becomes downright stinky, and a bath doesn't seem to help, notice if 

he's exhibiting any other symptoms. Is he moping, shaking his head, whining, or rubbing his ear? Do you 

observe symptoms like redness, warmth to the touch, swelling, discharge, or crusty skin? Most of all, do his 

ears smell really bad? Then he probably has a dog ear yeast infection of some type of dog ear infec-

tion. Take him to the veterinarian to diagnose the problem. 

A dog ear infection can come from any of several different causes, including the following: 

bacterial infection 

grass or other item lodged in the ear canal 

sores caused by matted hair 

ear mites 

yeast 

Of these, mites, which are parasites contracted from being exposed to an infected dog, is the easiest condi-

tion to treat. If grass, matted hair, or some other item is lodged in the ear canal, the vet may or may not have 

an easy time extracting it, depending on how far in it's stuck. If the item has caused lesions in the ear, the 

open sore may become infected with bacteria. Most bacteria can be readily treated with antibiot-

ics. However, repeated use of antibiotics can render them ineffective and can cause problems in the rest of 

your dogôs body, including, you guessed it, yeast overgrowth. Once yeast gains a foothold in an animal or 

human, it can become very difficult to treat, and may even become a chronic condition. So the best way to 

treat your dogôs ear yeast infection is to do whatever possible to avoid it in the first place. 

To that end, do whatever you can to keep your dog's ears clean and dry. Since yeast thrives in a moist envi-

ronment, sunshine and air circulation are yeast's natural enemies. If your dog will tolerate it, hold back his 

ears for a short period everyday with a head band. (Only do this when your dog is indoors or resting, not 

when he's running through tall grass or swimming.) Again, if your dog allows you to, hold a hair dryer set 

on low several feet away from your dog's ears and dry the insides for a minute each. Ask your vet how to 

clean the inside of your dog's ears with a vinegar and water solution. Not only is vinegar a mild desiccant, it 

also acidifies the environment, further discouraging yeast growth. Finally, vinegar will help to neutralize 

nasty odors emanating from your dog's ears. 

So enjoy your pet's doggy nature, but if he starts to really stink, investigate. He may need more help from 

you than a bath and may be suffering from a dog ear yeast infection.

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A Dream Come True ð handling birds of prey  

As a keen bird watcher and naturalist I have always had a fascination for birds of prey, and during my 

recent holiday was fortunate to visit  a falconry in Scotland where I took part in a dayôs coaching and 

hunting.  As a Saluki fancier I have always harboured the romantic notion of riding out on my Arabian 

horse with my Salukis alongside and a Geyr falcon on my arm. This day brought home the realities and a 

taste of something that will only be a dream for me. But the experience was beyond measure and one that 

I will cherish forever. 

Falconers use many species of bird including owls, 

hawks, falcons, eagles, vultures, and cross bred birds. 

Each species has its own style of hunting and their 

wings, flight pattern; claws are specially adapted for 

this.  Owls can be day/dusk/night hunters depending on 

their eye colour; yellow/orange/black . 

All birds of prey used by falconers are hand raised from chicks, getting them 

used to humans and making them food dependant. However, care is taken to 

avoid humanisation which makes them dangerous and unpredictable.  When 

gloved, the birds are held in place with leather thongs ensuring that they stay 

at a distance from the handlers face and ungloved fingers! Despite their train-

ing the birds are still wild and will attack a handler unprovoked. This Indian 

Hunting Owl is only 9 weeks old and has only started its training. The owl is 

the most dangerous bird of prey as it uses its body weight to crush its quarry. 

They can easily kill an eagle and would kill other birds of prey if hunted in 

their company. All birds of prey are hunted on their own as they will attack 

and kill each other. Care is taken to avoid flying hawks when wild ones are 

around for this reason. 

The American Harris Hawk is the only bird of prey that will hunt in a group 

and is regarded as the easiest to train and handle. They are self-launching 

birds requiring patience and gentleness, however as with all hawks,   a trans-

mitter is attached to their tail just in case they go AWOL, allowing them to be 

tracked and hopefully recaptured. It takes around 9 years to train a hawk so 

losing one can seriously affect oneôs hobby.   This particular bird had a fero-

cious recall landing heavily on my hand tearing greedily at the piece of 

chicken held firmly under my thumb, bringing home the need to keep my 

other hand firmly in my pocket. 

The magnificent Geyr Falcon, favoured by the Middle Eastern huntsmen is 

rewarded when it catches the lure. The lure is a weighted leather object that 

mimics the wing shape of the species of bird that the falcon is being trained to 

hunt, in this case pigeons. Falcons dive at speeds of over 200 miles per hour 

and experience upwards of 1.7 G force. Because of this, perfect feather align-

ment is essential so that the bird can pull out of dives without tearing out its 

feathers, destabilising and crashing to the ground. The bird is hooded to keep 

it calm during transport as it can damage its feathers against the side of crates 

etc. 

Falcons are for experienced handlers only. 
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The grand finale came in the afternoon 

when I had the opportunity to hunt with 

this magnificent eagle. Although slightly 

smaller than the golden eagle its tem-

perament was particularly gentle and safe 

for beginners. 

It was such a thrill to have a large bird of 

prey like this hopping along beside me 

just like a dog and then to work in har-

mony with it in a natural setting. Letting 

it be a bird and watching it soar on the 

thermals, all the while looking for ro-

dents and rabbits. A humbling and sur-

real experience. 

I learned that these birds were bred in a specialty centre in Germany, and luck had it that it was close to 

where I would be staying two weeks later, so I paid it a visit. Although no handling was allowed, I was 

able to appreciate the work carried out and the interesting approach to other birds of prey, in particular the 

vultures. 

The American Vulture is the easiest of the vultures to handle and train 

and is used to locate fallen prey. It can smell flesh at a distance of 3 miles 

and 30cms buried underground. A flock of these birds have been trained 

by the American federal police to locate bodies and pieces of bodies re-

sulting from plane crashes etc. 

This particular bird was in moult and so couldnôt fly. 

And this is the African vulture. It stands around a metre high and 

has a wingspan just under 3 metres. I was amazed that the han-

dler could actually hold it up on his arm. Due to its size, it was 

difficult to launch as the wings came close to the handlers eyes. I 

understood that the bird was quite friendly and came to his 

name. Considering that he could soar to around 11,000 feet, I 

guess a loud voice would be needed ! 

I was in total awe of this magnificent bird. If only I had another 

life to live!! 

My holiday provided me with a glimpse of another world, and wild ideas about what I could play with 

next. If only I had another life !! 

 I hope you have enjoyed my article.

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HOOKED ON WORMS  

 
Hugh Sheardown`s family and friends in Brisbane occasionally tease him about his ñwrigglersò. But the 

bunch of adult hookworms that have been sitting in the retired finance company managers small intestine 

since October could help revolutionise the treatment of not just coeliac disease that plagues him, but other 

more devastating autoimmune diseases, such as multiple sclerosis. 

 

Sheardown 60, was deliberately infected with the worms in October as part of a clinical trial designed to 

prove whether hookworms do suppress the autoimmune response that sees the body mistakenly attacking 

its own cells. The brains behind the Brisbane trial, Townsville based gastroenterologist Dr John Croese, 

came up with the idea of introducing the worms into celiac patients because the gut disease is the easiest of 

the autoimmune family to regulate and control.(Patients are more likely not to be taking powerful medica-

tions that will interfere with reactions) 

 

Brisbane gastroenterologist Dr James Daveson and gastroenterology  nurse Dianne Jones, oversaw the in-

fection of 17 patients 

In the trial-the first ten in late 2008 and the remainder last October. Sheardown recalls how a patch embed-

ded with microscopic worm larvae was put on his arm, allowing the parasites to head for the nearest hair 

follicle, slink into his bloodstream and float towards his lungs. After a couple of weeks they made him 

cough, which probably helped them on their journey up his windpipe.ò The only time I ever felt them,ò he 

says ñwas when the patch was put on my arm and I felt a tingling sensation as they moved towards my 

shoulderò. 

Sheardown's Coeliac diseaseï a condition in which the body attacks the lining of the small intestine when 

gluten is ingestedï is one of a group of allergic and autoimmune diseases scientists suspect have multiplied 

in developed countries as a result of our obsession with hygiene. Ranging from asthma and peanut allergies 

to MS, type 1 diabetes and Crohn`s disease, they are all the result of the body loosing its ability to recog-

nize itself-and sometimes food-and attacking healthy cells in the belief they are a threat. 

 

Enter the hookworm. Scientist suspect that when the worm infects its host, as a basic self-preservation 

technique it releases proteins into the tissue, and these proteins suppress the body's normal immune re-

sponse. If this can be replicated in people with autoimmune diseases, perhaps the bodies selfï destructive 

behaviour  

Can be dampened. 

 

The lab work undertaken to analyze the blood and gut reactions of the Queensland Coeliac patients was 

performed by a team with members from the Queensland Institute of Medical Research and James Cook 

University. The results of the clinical trial are under wraps until they are published later this year, bur 

Croese is buoyed by the early results, telling Qweekend the changes in the immunology of participants 

have been encouraging. 

ñ Have we scored the big prize in that we've fixed coeliac disease? The answer to that is absolutely ónoôò he 

says, ñBut is this research that is going places? Yes it isò 

 

The Queensland team is watching the results of other trials around the world. In Britain, experiments are 

under way with asthma sufferers. Danish scientists are studying hay fever and peanut allergies: In Buenos 

Aires doctors are studying MS. More trials with local coeliacs are also on the cards. 

 

Until then, Sheardown, like all the Brisbane trial participants, has opted to keep his ñwrigglersò. He hardly 

ever thinks about them. ñThey are out of sight, out of mindò he says. 

 

So where did the hookworms used in the Brisbane trial come from? Croese and a colleague infected them-

selves in 2004 and have been topping up their infections ever since, ensuring they always have a population 

of worms on tap.

Things are looking pup for a class of primary school pupils - where test results have soared since dogs took 

over the lessons. 

 

Pooch mad teacher Bettina Brecht began bringing her own dog Paula into class to see if she could put some 

fun into lessons. 

 

Now astonished parents in Karlsruhe, Germany, have seen their children's results improve massively under 

Paula's supervision. 

 

"They have test papers or study sheets attached to rubber corks and they ask her to get them for them and 

carry them back to the teacher. It's a lot of fun for them," said one parent. 

 

"A dog breaks the ice between teacher and pupil," explained teacher Bettina. 

 

A recent scientific study in neighbouring Austria revealed that dogs in the classroom teach youngsters so-

cial skills that help them learn. 

 

Professor Kurt Kotrschal - who carried out the study for the Institute for Human-Animal Relations in Vi-

enna - explained: "What we found was a remarkable change in the children which indicated a positive in-

fluence of having our four-legged friends at school. 

 

"The over-active children calmed down and the very quiet ones came out of their shell and started socially 

interacting with the other pupils - with the dogs acting as a kind of mediator."

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KEEPING TABS ON THE QUIET COUSIN OF THE COCKATOOS  

 
scientists hope people power will save one of Australia's most beautiful and vulnerable cockatoos. 

Southeast Queenslanders have been asked to keep  an eye out for glossy black cockatoos in October as a 

way of helping determine the birds population. 

 

The Glossy Black Conservancy, an organization set up to save the bird, will co-ordinate the birding day in 

Southeast Queensland and northeast NSW on Sunday 31st October. 

Griffiths University senior research fellow Guy Castley said yesterday the first survey was carried out last 

year but it would not  be clear for about 5 years how many glossy blacks were around. 

 

Fussy eaters, they feed exclusively on the seed of a small selection of she ïoaks-casuarinas and  

allocasuarinaï and are rarely found far from their feed trees.òFinding old trees (more than 100 years old) 

with big nesting hollows is a problemò. Dr Castley said.òWe think there's completion for these places 

which might be limiting them.òDr Castley said he received more reports of glossy blacks from Southeast 

Queensland than anywhere else and that could relate to high human population numbers and therefore more 

observers, rather than any excess of birds. 

The conservancy is made up of scientists, state and local governments, industry and community groups. 

Simon Warner, SEQ Catchment chief executive and conservancy member, said the event would help deter-

mine what action was needed to preserve the cockatoo, providing a snapshot of numbers, distribution and 

social structure. 

 

Less gregarious than the yellow -tail and red-tailed cousins, glossy blacks travel in smaller groups and are 

the smallest of the black cockatoos. 

They also make little noise compared with their raucous cousins although once widespread, are now 

thought to have patchy distribution. 

They have red panels on their tail feathers but do not have the prominent crests seen in other species. Fe-

males also have patches of yellow feathers on their heads. 

Despite the name, they have a brownish tinge on the head and breast
