There were professional signs and leaflets printed with the tireless crew performing thousg
letter box drops and posting of signs. It was all a carefully planned operation with the volu
working long hours.

Natalie arrived home Saturday morning, 4 days earlier than planned, and spent the whole
day looking for him.
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It was now Saturday and he had been missing for over 7 days.

That afternoon a call was received from the Army camp and rifle range behind Camira (as
crow flies only a few kilometres from home).

HOW POISONOUS IS SNAIL BAIT FOR DOGS?

Some snail baits, especially older ones contain a severe toxin called metaldehyde. The poison act
brain, central nervous system, liver and respiratory system. Unlike rat bait poisonings, signs of toxi

cur immediately after eating the poison or can be delayed for upitboBrs. Symptoms of poisoning int

clude excess drooling, wobbliness, muscle tremors, convulsions and increased sensitivity to touch
and sounds, coma and death follow withiB44hours after eating the bait if treatment is not given imm
ately.

Diagnosis is usually made by seeing the blue/green granules in the animals mouth or vomit, clinicg
and extremely high liver enzymes on our blood analyzer.

Unlike rat bait poisoning, there is no antidote. Treatment is aimed at getting the poison out of the s
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ystem as

quickly as possible before permanent damage is done, or death occurs. This is done by giving an anaes-

thetic and pumping out the gut contents and by enemas and I/V fluids/diuretics and liver protectant
Unlike rat bait toxin, once the animal recovers, there is usually no ongoing treatment unless the liv¢
verely damaged. Animals can still die days after ingestion of poison from liver failure.

MULTIGUARD SLUG AND SNAIL PELLETS

An environmentally friendly, effective slug and snail killer that can be used in areas in which there
dogs, cats, birds and native fauna. The active ingredient is iron EDTA complex, which makes this
the least toxic available; the active ingredient is so benign that it is used in foodstuffs. The iron bre

"It's a very popular question of why we have a dog and a cheetah out there and it's a common pragtice that a

lot of institutions across the United States are doing right now in an effort to tell this very conservat
story," said Dan Brands, Curator at Wildlife Safari.

As a single birth cheetah cub, Sanurra was abandoned by her mother, which opened the door for these two

to be brought together.

Rather than let Sanurra grow up alone we were able to bring in a dog as a sibling, basically like he
and they have been together ever since," said Sarah Roy, cheetah supervisor at Wildlife Safari.

This odd pairing was no accident, as an Anatolian Shepherd is very protective and that natural instinct

could be the key to saving the wild cheetah population.

"Anatolians will be like that no matter how they are raised, whether it's with goats or whether it's cattle. So

the farmers get these dogs as puppies and a big barking dog is plenty to keep a cheetah away fror
livestock. And in turn, farmers are shooting less cheetahs because right now they ar@a-sighdani-
mal," said Roy.

While these roommates may be considered the odd couple at Wildlife Safari, caretakers says it's li
ing they've ever seen.

"When we take the dog for her daily walk, the cheetah sits on her house and waits for the dog to ¢
and if we take Sanurra down to the village for the day, Ellie cries and whines for her cheetah to cof
so they do miss each other," said Roy.

That type of bond could change the road ahead for cheetahs in Africa.
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
