A massive amount of people are homeless and 

have nowhere for their pets, so it is very important that they contact the 

Brisbane City council, register their pet, and explain their situation. This  

may save their pet.

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TIPS FOR CLEANING UP AFTER ALL THAT RAIN 

 
Did you know you can clean mildew/mould off your leather lounge just by rubbing it with good old  

sorbolene cream? 

 

Smelly clothesï Its important to remember that soap doesn't make clothes cleaner. Soap is only there to 

break the surface tension of the water. So bring your soap powder down to 1/4 thatôs normally suggested 

and add 2 tabs. of bi-carbonate of soda. Wash your clothes on the normal cycle and put 2 tabs of white 

vinegar in the conditioner slot (or rinse cycle) It cleans the clothes, gets the muck out and they smell lovely. 

 

Mould on your ceilings and wallsï One big thing after the wet is mould. Bleach is not the solution. If you 

want to kill the mould spore, put a 1/4 of a tsp of oil of cloves and a litre of water into a spray bottle. Mist it 

over the areas where there is mould spore. The quantity is very important, you need only a very small 

amount as it is a very volatile oil and, if it is too strong, it can damage anything that contains plastic. 

 

Leather shoes a messï To get rid of the mould spore in leather shoes, put a 1/4 tsp oil of cloves into a 250 

ml bottle of baby oil. Give the bottle a really good shake and wipe over the shoes. Pack them with newspa-

per and dry them in the shade, not the sun..You can use the same mixture on leather furniture and you will 

get fantastic results. 

 

Natural Cleanersï White vinegar and lemon juice are both excellent for cleaning and deodorizing and mild 

bleaching. They are acidic and can eliminate soap scum. Make a glass and mirror cleaner by mixing equal 

parts of white vinegar and water. 

 

Clean your fridge- Sprinkle bi carbonate of soda on shelves, then spray the bi-carb with white vinegar. It 

will froth up, then simply wipe off. 

 

Hardwood furnitureï Mix 1 cup olive oil with  1/2 cup of lemon juice  and  wipe over. The citrus smell of 

lemon is refreshing. Use lemon rind to freshen your Garbage disposal. Orange rind works as well. 

 

Carpet soaked-The quickest way to dry your carpet and get most of the muck out of it is to hire a carpet 

cleaner from the supermarket. But don't use it the way they tell you to. Run it over the carpets with nothing 

in it, which draws the moisture out. Then go over it again with my carpet cleaner which contains 1/2 the 

quantity of soap that the super market suggests..Add 2 tabs each of mentholated spirits, bi-carbonate of 

soda and white vinegar, and 2 tsp. each of glycerin and eucalyptus oil. Then fill the reservoir with hot wa-

ter. This will take all the dirt, muck grease and everything else out of the carpet, and leaves it looking brand 

new. You can walk on it in 2 hours. 

 

Painted wall surfacesï The best thing is to clean them down with 1 tsp lavender oil and 1 tsp dishwashing 

liquid. Put it into a 1 litre spray bottle of water. Grab a soft clean kitchen broom, stuff the head of it down 

the leg of a pair of pantyhose and tie the excess legs around the broom handle. Then you spray the head of 

the broom with the solution and sweep the walls down. It cuts through dirt, muck and water marks on the 

wall fast. It is also antibacterial and insects don't like it either. You can use the same formula on floor 

boards. 

 

Dry out booksï Get a large plastic container with a lid and 1/2 fill it with kitty litter. Cover the kitty litter 

with a piece of plastic wrap and punch holes in the plastic so you have air flow. Lay out your books and 

papers in there, put on the lid and leave for a week. You'll find the moisture gone and no little brown 

patches.

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RESCUED BELLE LEAVES DARK DAYS BEHIND 

A blind cocker spaniel that spent 5 years in a cage before being rescued from a puppy farm has had her 

sight restored, thanks to big hearted dog lovers. 

 

Belle, 6, was one of 244 dogs seized by RSPCA inspectors in a raid on a Wondai puppy farm in 2009;. 

Despite being blind from birth, Belle was bred from constantly for the puppy trade which is base primarily 

on ñprettyò breeds, such as poodles cocker spaniels and beagles. 

 

Milena and boris Butovski of Macgregor on Brisbane's southside, fostered Belle and a beagle called Lizzie 

when the RSPCA sought help finding temporary homes. 

In August, Michael Bernays from Animal Eye Services at Underwood removed a cataract and implanted an 

artificial lens in Belles right eye. 

 

Her first look at the world terrified her. 

ñIt was really scaryò Ms Butovski said. ñ She was afraid of her bed, afraid of the letter box and flowers. 

ñ We made a big mistake at first when we took her home to reunite her with the other dogï a big fight 

started straight away.ò 

 

Ms Butovski said Belle had a second eye operation last month which also was a success. 

:As much as I thought Belle was a confident and relatively happy dog before, the transformation after the 

second surgery was huge.ò Ms butovski said.ò There was no more fear of strange things and she started 

running around like a little racing horse, playing with the ball and showing an interest in everything. She is 

like a big puppy now. The trust you see in her eyes makes every cent (more than $5000.00).. worth it. 

 

Ms Butovski said no dog deserved to be kept in a puppy farm where they were neglected and mistreated. 

ñ Belle was completely blind for 5 terrible years while forced to produce litter after litter of puppies, very 

likely genetically predisposed to blindness as she was,ò she said. 

 

ñ When rescued she didn't play with any toy nor had an interest for anything but food and affection.ò

He arose, cooked breakfast for his mate, 

awakened the kids, Set out their school clothes, fed them breakfast, packed their lunches, drove them to 

school, came home and picked up the dry cleaning, took it to the cleaners And stopped at the bank to make 

a deposit, went grocery shopping, Then drove home to put away the groceries, Paid the bills and balanced 

the checkbook. He cleaned the cat's litter box and bathed the dog. Then it was already 1 P.M.and he hurried 

to make the beds, do the laundry, vacuum, dust, and sweep and mop the kitchen floor. Ran to the school to 

pick up the kids and got into an argument with them on the way home. Set out milk and cookies and got the 

kids organized to do their homework, Then set up the ironing board and watched TV while he did the iron-

ing. At 4:30 he began peeling potatoes and washing vegetables for salad, breaded the pork chops and 

snapped fresh beans for supper. After supper, he cleaned the kitchen, ran the dishwasher, folded laundry, 

bathed the kids, and put them to bed. At 9 P.M. he was exhausted and, though his daily chores weren't fin-

ished, he went to bed where he was expected to make love, which he managed to get through without com-

plaint. 

The next morning, he awoke and immediately knelt by the bed and said, Lord, "I don't know what I was 

thinking. I was so wrong to envy my wife's being able to stay home all day. Please, oh please, let us trade 

back." 

The Lord, in his infinite wisdom, replied, "My son, I feel you have learned your lesson and I will be happy 

to change things back to the way they were. You'll just have to wait nine months, though. You got pregnant 

last night."  

HOW TO SURVIVE A SNAKE BITE 
 

Do not wash wound, so snake and venom can be identified later. 

Apply a bandage firmly from just below the wound and wrap towards and past the nearest joint closest 

to the chest. 

Immobilize the limb and use a splint if necessary. 

 Keep the patients airway open  and concentrate on breathing as the venom can paralyze the muscles 

that pump the lungs. Intubate if necessary. 

Donôt let patient move  and keep the patient calm. This helps to keep the blood pressure low, and bring 

transport to them 

 Seek medical treatment or have anivenene administered, but be mindful that some patients, including 

children, suffer more from the antivenene complications than from the venom.

In January CCFôs most famous cheetahs will be moved to Erindi Nature Re-

serve. This means they will truly be free living cheetahs, with 70,000-ha of land to explore. This is the sce-

nario we dreamed of when these four female cheetahs were first released into our Bellebenno game camp 

four months ago. You may well be asking yourselves how exactly do you transport four cheetahs living in a 

4000-ha game camp to another location? Well, the first step is to move the cats back into their old home, 

the Bellebenno cheetah pens. Therefore this week CCFôs keepers, veterinary staff, selected volunteers and 

our Game Ranger James Slade went to Bellebenno to do just that. The task at hand was to find the girls 

through radio telemetry, anaesthetise them with a dart gun, place them in transport boxes and drive them 

back to the pens. If that sounds like a major operation then you would be right!  

 

We aimed to dart all four cats at the same time but in the morning only Toblerone was successfully placed 

back in the pen from whence she came. In the afternoon however, thanks to Jamesô expert marksmanship 

with the dart gun, Chanel, Nestle and Hershey were taken to join Toblerone. This brought the Bellebenno 

release project to an end after 118 days and many successful kills!  

 

With the cats now safely in a pen, when the day comes for the big move their keepers can easily usher them 

into a trap cage and then into the transport boxes. It will be a very exciting day and one all of us here at 

CCF are thoroughly looking forward to. We will of course let you know how it goes.

HOW YOUR DOG IS JUDGED 

 

Lure Coursing is not only a test of speed. Your dog is evaluated on the following points. 

ENTHUSIASM : (Max 15 points) Lively, single-minded, showing great eagerness and determination in 

regard to the lure, after the ñTally-Hoò and until the lure passes the marked ñFinishò for the course. 

 

FOLLOW : (Max 15 points) Chasing the lure with the intent of taking it, while maintaining a path of rea-

sonably close proximity to the lureôs course, considering the relative positions of the dogs to the lure and to 

each other.  Keenness is exhibited when the dog reacts immediately to any change in the motion of the lure  

A dog that becomes unsighted for some good reason and yet attempts to find the lure again is not severely 

penalized, depending on how hard it works at trying to find the lure again and how soon it does so. 

 

SPEED: (Max 25 points) Rapidity in moving, the rate of moving or progress.  Credit goes to the dog, 

which levels out low, stretching and really drives.  Since timing is not used to measure speed, the dogôs 

manner of ñputting outò is an important means of assessing its ability to cover ground. 

 

AGILITY : (Max 25 points) The ability to move quickly and easily.  Nimbleness in negotiating terrain, 

which may cause a dog to slip or slide.  Turning without going wide or cutting or breaking stride. 

Coordination of movement. 

 

ENDURANCE: (Max 20 points) Lasting quality, stamina of physical and mental concentration.  Credit is 

given to the dog, which does not fade, or pull up or slacken. 

 

PENALTIES :  Pre-slip penalty for dogs whose handlers start their dogs before the Hunts Master has given 

the ñTally-Hoò. 

Course delay penalty:  Dogs which delay their course or whose handlers delay the course may be penal-

ized but not by trying to retrieve the lure upon completion of the course. 

 

That is how a judge assesses the performance of your dog - even though a judgeôs decision is final, 

you are welcome to discuss your dogôs performance, or ask for help in case of non-performance, with 

any of the judges present on the day.
