I always thought the best way to kill a tick was to use an insect repellent and then use a pair of
tweezers and twist clockwise to get the tick out, but after speaking to a veterinarian they think it
is best to get the tick out ASAP even if the head is left behind as it will come out later, the reason
for this is, if the tick has been sprayed with a repellent while it is dying it is still pumping toxins
into the dog/cat whereas if the tick is removed immediately it can not pump the toxins in to the
dog/cat, so I went out and bought a Tick Twister as I found the tweezers get caught up with dog
hair and it is hard to just grab the tick.

| started lure coursing my first saluki about fourteen years ago when
a fellow exhibitor told me that her dogs performed better in the
show ring after a weekend coursing. Being a novice handler at that
time, | needed all the help | could get to bring out the best in my
dog.

Lure coursing teaches my dogs how to shorten and lengthen their
strides, to concentrate on what they are doing, to change direction
quickly and rebalance, and to rely on their own judgement. It also
gives them the freedom to be themselves.

To date | have coursed seven salukis, six of which achieved their
Field Champion status, with one Lure Courser of Merit to date. Six of
the seven Field Champions are show dogs with the seventh being
keen on obedience and agility, and one conformation champion that
preferred to just supervise.

I introduce my dogs to Coursing when they are around 14 months
old in order to give them a reward for the hours of show ring training
| put them through, and to encourage them to develop their confi-
dence. | have found that this activity seems to bring out a boldness
that is not always understood by observers of this breed and is very
evident amongst my salukis. Over the years | have learned that salu-
kis need the opportunity to express themselves in order to be truly
happy, and they certainly exhibit much joy when coursing.

They are a thrill to watch with an expressive beauty second to none.
It is little wonder, that they are as highly prized today as they were in
the past.

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Tick Advice

The best possible advice regarding ticks is: Avoid them.

Unfortunately, that's easier said than done, especially in this area. Queensland can claim one of this country's highest incidences
of the paralysis tick Ixodes holocyclus. The female of this species is the one that poses the greatest danger to your pets. Not to
mention yourself and anyone else in the family.

As if that weren't bad enough, scientists suspect that a combination of global warming, recent weather patterns, overgrown gar-
dens, composting and mulching as well as growing bandicoot numbers is contributing to a steady increase in Sydney's tick popu-
lations. Compounding the problem are all those shady patches under overhanging branches in overgrown public recreational ar-
eas that prove so attractive to pets and their owners.

The University of Queensland has been carrying out research into tick poisoning
of pets since 1998.

The paralysis tick life cycle - They may be small, but they're prolific. The
female paralysis tick lays up to 3,000 eggs. After hatching, the larvae climb onto
nearby vegetation and look for their first hosts. Normally, this would be a bandi-
coot or possum, which become immune to the poison. Once they have engorged
the requisite amount of blood, the larvae drop to the ground, moult and turn into
nymphs. Each nymph will then attach itself to a second host, do the blood-
engorging thing again, hit the deck, moult to become an adult tick and find yet
another host. After getting her fill of blood - often more than 100 times her own
weight - the female paralysis tick is ready to abandon her final host and lay her
eggs...to start the whole cycle all over again.

How can you find a tick on your pet? - Al-
though most ticks are found around the head and
neck of the animal as well as inside the ears, they
can end up anywhere on the body. It is especially
important to search longhaired dogs very thoroughly
between the eyes and the end of the nose. The most
reliable way to locate the ticks is to systematically Bafors Shortly after Moderately
run your fingers through your cat or dog's coat. We f“dln! starfing engory ed
find using a tick hook like the green one shown be-
low to be the most reliable way to remove ticks. If
the head is left in, don't worry as the tick will die and inject no more poison. Always assume there is more than one tick and con-
tinue your systematic search.

It is true that animals can develop an immunity to tick poison, but it requires repeated mild poisoning and may last only one sea-
son. And even those animals that do build up an immunity can still wind up paralysed if they're bitten by multiple ticks or a par-
ticularly toxic one. So it's not a good idea to count on your pet being one of the lucky ones.
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The signs of tick poisoning - The paralysis tick injects a toxin into its host dog or cat as it feeds. Normally, cats show more
resistance to this poison than dogs, but if affected the signs are similar for both. Increased body temperature due to either hot
weather or exercise will exacerbate symptoms.

If left to run its course, a case of tick poisoning goes through three stages.

Early signs:

9 A change in voice; the meow or bark becomes softer and/or changes pitch.

9 Weakness in the back legs; walking along then sitting down suddenly is a com-

mon early sign.

Later signs:

I Wobbliness in the back legs.
1 Excessive salivation and vomiting is not uncommon.
9 Panting, progressing to loud breathing, even grunting noises.
1 Many dogs will exhibit a moist cough and breathing problems before other signs.
(Particularly common in King Charles spaniels, schnauzers and other short-nosed dogs, this is a
dangerous sign because it may lead to pneumonia.)
Worsening signs:

91 As signs of poisoning progress, the animals become unable to stand.
9 Breathing becomes exaggerated and difficult.
9 As breathing becomes more difficult, the gums become cold and blue-tinged. Death follows

quite quickly.

The residual effect - Even when you find a tick and remove it, your pet isn't out of the woods. There's a very good chance the
tick could have left a residue of poison under the skin which will then be slowly absorbed. You should keep an eye on him or her
for the next two to four days, keeping it cool and calm while avoiding excitement and exercise. Also, do not offer your pet either
food or water because its ability to swallow may be impaired. If at any point the signs worsen, call your vet.

Tick paralysis is easily the most common serious problem and it is routinely treated affected animals using tick anti-serum. The
serum does not provide any sort of immunity. As you might expect, the sooner a poisoned animal is treated, the more effective
the treatment.

Even so, this can be a very traumatic time for your pet. Clearly, preventing tick paralysis is a much safer and cheaper alternative
than treating the condition once your animal has begun to suffer its effects.

Preventive measures - While new, improved products are appearing quite regularly, the paralysis tick does become resistant to
insecticides. Thus, none can ever claim to be 100% effective. So even if you use one (or a combination) of the repellents de-
scribed below, you should still search you pet(s) every night during the tick season. These search-and-destroy missions become
even more imperative after your animal has been in bushy terrain. A small tick missed one day is often found the next. Inciden-
tally, tick control on dogs tends to be easier than on cats but, luckily for cats,
they seem better able than dogs to remove attached ticks by scratching,.
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HOME REMEDIES FOR TICKS ON DOGS

Ticks are a constant problem for dogs, especially if you live in a warm, dry climate. Although it may seem easy to
sue an arsenal of chemical products, there are safer ways to protect your pet from ticks, and, in the long term, avoid-
ing toxic chemicals will mean a healthier pet. There are a variety of natural tick repellents that are all worth trying.
Ticks are a stubborn problem, so when it comes to natural solutions, using more than one is a good idea.

Herbal Tick Spray

Put a teaspoon of vodka in a small spray bottle and add two drops of basil or eucalyptus essential oil. Shake it until
the oils and vodka are blended, then add a teaspoon of vinegar. Mist you dog’s coat then rub it in with your hands.
Essential oil can burn so don’t spray it near your dog’s face. You can also make a simple spray by cutting a fresh
lemon into quarters and steeping the quarters overnight in a jar of boiling water.

Dietary Preventatives

Give your dog a brewer’s yeast tablet or add it to its dog food. Dogs usually love the taste and will consider it a
treat. Brewer’s yeast tablets with garlic added can be especially effective. You can also give your dog fresh garlic,
but give it in small quantities as garlic can give your dog anemia. A splash of apple cider vinegar added to your dog’s
water will make your dog’s blood more acidic and less appealing to ticks.

Herbal Tick Collar

Put a few drops of essential oil on a rope collar. Try Lavender, Tea Tree Oil, Citronella, Geranium or Eucalyputs
which are all effective natural tick repellents. Allow the oils to absorb into the collar before putting it on your dog
and reapply the oils each week. The essential oils can be applied to a bandanna as well and tied around your dog’s
neck.

Bath Time

After you bathe your dog, add 2 to 4 cups of apple cider vinegar to the rinse water and rise the dog thoroughly, espe-
cially its neck, paws and ears. Be careful not to splash vinegar into its eyes because it can sting. You can also add a
small amount of apple cider vinegar to your dog’s regular shampoo for an extra dose of prevention.

Environmental Preventatives

Talk to the professionals at your Garden Centre about nematodes and establish some in your lawn and your dog’s
play area where they will feast on tick larva. Diatomaceous earth, made of finely ground marine organisms and tiny
fossils, is another natural environmental tick repellent. The powder is safe for people and pets but is poisonous to
ticks. Simply spread the powder in your lawn and garden when the ground is dry. Reapply after rain.

Symptoms of Tick Toxicity

The paralysis tick is one of the most dangerous parasites that can affect your pet. It is estimated that many thousands
of dogs and cats are paralysed in Australia each year and unfortunately some die. We sometimes refer to this paralysis
as tick toxicity.

It is important to look out for the following symptoms of toxicity.

Loss of co-ordination the hind lets (wobbly or not being able to get up) may progress to include the front legs.
Change in voice or bark.

Retching, coughing or vomiting.

Loss of appetite.

Laboured or rapid breathing.

=A =4 =4 -8 -4

Not all cases follow a simple progression and the animal can die suddenly in the very early stages of toxicity.
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Meet your Judges

Chief Judge Sabine Mueller

My first interests in animals were reptiles. With the authority of the German State Museum we traveled
through Southern Europe and later the USA to seek out snakes and lizards. I was privileged to handle,
keep and breed some of the most beautiful species of the reptile world. With my own collection of snakes,
lizards and also frogs, I visited schools and held seminars all over Europe.

During that time I also had the opportunity to study the behavior of wolves in Frankfurt Zoo, a science
that was very much in it's infancy at the time. An African expedition with
members of the Zoo, gave me the chance to learn about tracking, counting
herds of Zebra and Antelope from the air. A daring task, cut short by the
accidental death of one of the team.

My later work as Animal Welfare Inspector thought me valuable lessons
about canine and also human behavior. A cute, but horribly neglected
bundle of Fox Terrier puppy joined our household in the process.

In 1972 a very naughty Afghan Hound girl by the name of "Unique" came
along. And unique she was , hellbent on total destruction of house and

' home. Despite that she turned out to be a very rewarding Show and Top
Racing dog. Race meets in those days had about 400 Sighthounds on the
start, half of them Afghans. Elimination races would leave 6 dogs in the
Final at the end of the day and Unique rarely missed out. She achieved the
highly sought after FCI title of "Beauty and Speed" in a very short time. She
was soon joined by a Dutch and an English girl, as well as an American boy.
In 1976 our first litter under the "ElJadran" prefix was born. We also had a
lot of fun with our two Yorkshire Terriers, who kept the Afghans under tight control.

During that time I obtained my licence as a Show and Racing/Field judge.

When our family and dogs migrated to Australia in 1982 we were very dissapointed not to find any racing
or coursing here. But with the imagination and determination of the small group of us enthusiasts, espe-
cially lan with his great knowledge of mechanics and how to make things work, we were able to establish
the QLCA. Continuous hard work of so many made the Club what it is today, a great place to meet like
minded people and for the dogs what they love most, the Chase.

We Afghan owners also raced our dogs on many Greyhound tracks, where they were very popular as
entertainment during the program. Out of all my puppies , Daniel (Ch. FCh. LCM. ElJadran Mister Cool)
is the most memorable one, not the fastest, but certainly the sneaky clown, outmaneuvering the others on
the track with grace and great skill.

Between 1993 and 1999 1 had my own Greyhound racing team as a professional, public trainer. Medical
procedures, from stitching wounds to muscle and bone work, husbandry and whelping, training, trialling
and driving 100s of kilometers to the various racing tracks, was all in a days work. Apart from track rac-
ing the Greys had also a great time Lure Coursing. In 1999 illness unfortunately forced me into a break
of nearly 2 years.

Today I have a lovely family of Salukis, that I show and bring out to Lure Coursing. Even though my
little girls don't really see they need to hunt, Mum Amy enjoys to course very much. It's also great to see

little sisters Bibi and Ellie making a success of their coursing as well as in the Show ring.

A big mention and "Thank You" has to go to my two daughters, Stefanie and Yvonne, who grew up on
dog tracks and Show grounds, tugged along snake trails and were my little helpers with so many tasks.

It's a joy to see the dedication of today's members and I am proud to be a part of it.
